Hist 328 Hinduism
Book Report Guidelines 

Why do you think this epic would be so popular with children and adults alike in India and the world over?  Answer this question by giving examples from the ancient Indian Epic, Ramayana. 

1. First Act: Read the book thoroughly and write the report based on the above question.  Give as much details and facts to support your report.  Do not write this report without reading the book.  The following guidelines will help you organize this report.  

2. Organization: Give time and thought to this assignment and avoid doing the report in the last minute.  Plan ahead.  
3. Page Limit and appearance: The limit is five to seven pages maximum of written work, which does not include the title page.  There is no minimum but you will need all the pages for this assignment.  The report should be typed in double space on a 12-point standard font (preferably ‘Times New Roman’ script).  Number every page at the bottom center.  Page 1 begins after the title page.  Do not number the title page.      
4. Title Page: The title page should have the full reference of the book, i.e., author, title of the book, place of publication, publisher’s name, and the year of publication, all in one straight line.  Refer to the MLA style manual to learn how to give correct citation of the assigned book.  This manual is available at the Stevenson Library and the LHU Writing Center.  Also, do not forget to mention your name, the name of the course, and the time your class meets at the bottom of the title page.
5. Main Body: Reproduce the assigned question on top of the first page of the report in bold face as a heading.  The report needs to be written in your own words and language.  Do not use the language of the author or anybody else.  Do not give quotations from the book.  There is no need to give footnotes or end notes.  Avoid using ‘first person singular’ in this formal report, i.e., I, my, me, etc.  
6. LHU Writing Center Requirement:  It is required that before preparing the final copy, your draft report must be read and endorsed by a member of LHU Writing Center.  Incorporate all the suggestions of the Center and then prepare the final hard copy for submission.  This is a requirement for this assignment.  Please contact the Writing Center in advance and let them know of this requirement.  They are waiting to read and help fine-tune your report.         
7. Presentation: Make sure that your report is error free and neatly presented.  It is required that you proofread your report at least three times before the final draft. This will help you correct grammatical oversights, spelling errors, page numbers, printing errors, etc.  Do not submit your report without proofreading several times and letting the report go thru the Writing Center.  This is a good habit please get into it.  You must staple your report properly after making sure that all pages are in proper order. Unstapled reports will not be accepted.  And please, no fancy covers on the report.  
8. Plagiarism: Every report will be put under a scanner to check for plagiarism, which has been declared as an academic crime. Detection of any wrongdoing will automatically lead to a failing grade in the assignment and possibly in the course.  This means using someone else’s language, ideas and work (without acknowledging it) and claiming it as your own.  Failure to follow this instruction will lead to serious consequences that may include immediate suspension from the course and further disciplinary action by proper school authorities.  You are better off avoiding this problem altogether.  Let this be your own work.         

9. Submission Guidelines: Avoid late submission.  Submit only the hard copy.  Electronic submission is not acceptable.  There will be a penalty of one letter grade per day for submission after the deadline.  No written assignment will be accepted after one week of the deadline.  One week is calculated inclusive of the weekend.  The Instructor does not come to school during weekend hence two grades will be docked automatically.  So be cautious and aware of the scheduled deadline.  In case of late submission, endorsement date and time from the Department Secretary or a Faculty member will be required. Therefore, it is absolutely essential that you complete the assignment on time. Once again, avoid trying to do this assignment in the last minute.  Get a head start and give time and thought to your report.  This is an important assignment of this course.   
10. Advance Notice: Please Note: All late submissions will be subjected to penalty and no excuses will be entertained under any circumstances.  The reason for this is that, this assignment is being posted way before the deadline.  It is essential that you be aware of this fact.  And do not try to waste yours or professor’s time by trying to argue a way out of the problem of late submission.  Penalty will apply for all late submissions.        
11. Final Act: Save your report and retain it till the end of the semester.  It is important that you follow this instruction along with all the above-mentioned guidelines carefully.
