During the spring semester at Lock Haven
University, all across campus, thoughts turn
to the academic event of the year — the
Celebration of Scholarship. Plans are already
being made for this year’s event that will be
held on April 15.

In its third year, the Celebration of
Scholarship has become a popular and impor-
tant part of the academic calendar. Dr.
Stephen Marvel, professor of biology and the
guiding force behind the Celebration of
Scholarship, is both pleased and amazed at
how the event has grown.

“The first Celebration, in 2007, was a
tremendous success.” he said. “And last year
was even bigger and better, with over 900
students and nearly 100 faculty members par-
ticipating,” he added. Marvel expects the
2009 Celebration of Scholarship to be anoth-
er big success.

As in previous years, the Celebration of
Scholarship will be an all-day event, with
presentations, recitals, demonstrations, and
colloquia in various venues across campus.

The keynote speaker will be Roger
Johnson, interim provost and vice president
for academic affairs. Johnson, who will be
retiring at the end of the year, will focus on
the nature, function, and virtue of applied
knowledge. The title of his address will be
“Hands.”

Johnson received a B.A. degree with
majors in mathematics and German from the
University of Southern Mississippi and a
Ph.D. in comparative literature from the
University of Illinois. His professional

resume includes teaching, research, and
administration at the U.S. Military Academy
(West Point), Southern Mississippi, the
University of Alexandria (Egypt), Lewis-
Clark College, the University of Tiibingen
(Germany), and since 1998 at Lock Haven
University. He has published on the French
dramatist Moliére, the Italian musician and
memoirist Elsa Respighi, Ancient Egyptian
language and poetry, teaching methodology,
the novelists Emile Zola and André Malraux,
the poets Goethe and Klopstock, and literacy
as a cultural and social topic.

The schedule of sessions will showcase
student and faculty research and achieve-
ments in all disciplines. As in the past, the
sessions will be organized into twelve areas:
the arts and humanities; communication;
business; social issues; social studies and his-
tory; language arts; teacher education; health
science; physical education and recreation;
science and technology; graduate studies; and
independent studies, internships, and external
experiences. The unifying element of the ses-
sions is campus-wide engagement in learn-
ing.

All sessions are free and open to the pub-
lic. Alumni are particularly invited. Marvel
said, “I hope alumni will come back to cam-
pus for the Celebration of Scholarship to
share in the exciting things that are happen-
ing at their Alma Mater.”

President Keith T. Miller echoes that senti-
ment, inviting alumni and friends of Lock
Haven University “to see first-hand who we
are and what we do.”

A Packer Jersey Retirement

During the fall, the Lock Haven University
Department of Athletics and Bald Eagle football
program took time to honor one of their all-time
greats with the re-retirement of Mike Packer’s No.
12 Haven jersey.

Packer was born and raised in Lock Haven and
graduated from The Haven in 1973 with a B.S. in
health and physical education.

While at LHU, Packer broke every passing record
between 1969 and 1972. Many of those records
still stand.

For example, in 1970 he set a national record for
passing yards with 502 against Delaware Valley. His
career records included completions with 330, TDs
with 35, pass attempts with 679 and passing yards
per game with 198.7. In his junior and senior years
he led the nation in passing.

Second on the list behind Packer was NFL leg-
end Terry Bradshaw.

Following his career at The Haven, Packer was
picked up by the Jets in 1972 as a free agent and
played on the taxi squad and backed up Joe Namath.

In 1973, Packer made it to the last cut with the
Atlanta Falcons.

Charlotte E. Smith Field Dedication

During LHU Homecoming 2008 festivities, the
Lock Haven Department of Athletics celebrated by
re-dedicating the Charlotte Smith Field in its new
location.

Smith served Lock Haven State (Teachers) College
for 29 years (1944-1973) as a professor in the Depart-
ment of Health and Physical Education. At a time when
there were few athletics opportunities for women,
Smith coached basketball (1944-67; 89-33) and initiat-
ed and coached varsity teams in field hockey (1945-
72; 152-36-19) and lacrosse (1970-73; 16-1).

Upon her retirement in 1973, Lock Haven State
College recognized Smith’s extraordinary service by
naming a field in her honor. With completion of the
artificial turf and lighted field that is the new home
of LHU field hockey and lacrosse, new Smith Field
is a fitting tribute to the teacher, mentor and leg-
endary coach of generations of students. The re-
dedication took place between the Field Hockey
Alumnae and Lacrosse Alumnae games.
