	Inquiry and 5E Model

Curriculum unit demonstrates a strong understanding of inquiry and the 5E Model.  The lessons are logically organized using the following sequence:

Engagement: Students’ prior knowledge is elicited.

Exploration: Students collect and analyze data, have a common experience with the phenomenon.

Explanation: Students build explanations based on data from previous phase; explanations are publicly shared within the class. 

Elaboration: Students apply information from explanation stage to a new situation (application of material/knowledge).

Evaluation: Includes both formative and summative assessments

Rationale clearly explains how the activities match a specific 5E phase.

	Unit Background Components:

• Unit context is described & placement of unit is appropriate in the sequence3 of topics. (1 pt)

• Appropriate PA & NSES Standards are identified. (2 pts)

• Background Information demonstrates a thorough, accurate understanding of the science content (4 pts)

• Common misconceptions & references are included. (1 pts.)

• Safety: All potential safety hazards are identified and referenced to “Blue Safety Manual.” (2 pts.)

	Objectives:

• Daily objectives support students in meeting unit goal.

• Daily objectives describe what the students should be able to do after the lesson. (Objectives do not describe the teacher’s instructional strategies.)

• Daily objectives describe measurable student learning outcomes and include the condition under which the student must perform the desired outcome.

	Assessment: Formative & Tracking

• Pre-assessment is engaging and elicits common misconceptions.
• GOATT illustrates how each objective is assessed at an appropriate level.

• Formative assessment informs the student of his/her progress.

• Student Grading Policy describes the breakdown of graded assignments for your unit.

	Assessment: Summative

• Rubric: criteria identify important components of the project, with three, discerning levels of performance described for each criterion. 

• Objective Test: includes 5 multiple choice questions and short answer questions. The answer key is provided.  Multiple choice questions demonstrate best practice: easy to understand, plausible distractors, and a single correct response.
