SCI 110 Science, Technology, & Society Reading Response Log

Your reading response log will be a written response to reading selections, guest speakers, or events in the course. It will allow you to 1) process your thinking as a result of reading/event; 2) interact with the writer/presenter of or the ideas within a selection/event; and 3) make connections to your own personal experience, prior knowledge, or opinions. 

Each log entry must include the following: 

· Identification information: record the date, title of text, and page numbers of the reading.

· Big Ideas: identify and describe in a sentence or two, big ideas from the reading (there is no “correct” number of big ideas, write a sentence or two about each)

· Questions: write questions that you have regarding the reading or event that could be used for further study or class discussion. 

· Exploration: Try answering or exploring your questions in a sentence or two.

FORMAT: Your log should be created/maintained in Google Docs. See instructions below for setting up a free Google docs account, creating a reading log, and sharing it with someone.

GRADING: You will share your reading response log with Dr. Cullin in Google docs after each entry. The grade will be based on content (including depth of thought, completeness, clarity, and adherence to assignment requirements) and presentation (correct mechanics, spelling, and grammar). Show thinking beyond the superficial and obvious!

Setting Up a Google docs account:

1. Go to “docs.google.com”

2. Click “Get Started” and follow the instructions for creating an account – make sure to use your lhup email address because Dr. Cullin will be sharing documents with that address only.
3. You’ll be sent an email informing you how to activate your account. Once you do then you can log in.

4. Click “create new” in the upper left-hand corner of the screen and choose document. Type the information in the document just like you would in any other word processing program. Google docs automatically saves the document periodically. 

5. When you are finished with a particular entry, click on “share” in the upper right-hand corner and choose “invite people.” Dr. Cullin’s Google docs email is mcullin@lhup.edu. MAKE SURE TO CLICK “Send without sending invitation.”
