Agreements for Students from LHU Attending Other Institutions
Engineering: 3-2 Program with the Pennsylvania State University
Lock Haven maintains a cooperative agreement with the University Park and Behrend (Erie) campuses of the Pennsylvania State University. Students who complete three years of pre-engineering courses at LHU (meeting certain grade requirements) may transfer to Penn State and in two further years study receive a B.A. or B.S. from LHU as well as a B.S. from Penn State’s College of Engineering or Earth and Mineral Sciences.

Medical Technology
Students who complete three years of approved study at Lock Haven followed by twelve months of clinical training in a hospital program accredited by the Registry of Medical Technologists of the American Society of Clinical Pathologists may receive both a B.S. in Biology/Chemistry and certification as a Medical Technologist. The university maintains affiliation agreements with Altoona Hospital, Robert Packer Hospital (Susquehanna Health System), and St. Vincent Hospital, although students may complete the clinical training in any accredited hospital program.
