Survey of Student Awareness of Program Requirements
A survey was completed by 461 Bachelor of Science and 138 Bachelor of Arts students during the Spring 2009 semester. The results from this reveal positive outcomes. As the tables show, a majority of both B.S. and B.A. students at each grade level reported that they were “very aware or somewhat aware” of the “purposes and reasons why [they] are required to complete the particular General Education (GE) courses” they had to complete to earn their degree. However, there is room for improvement, especially among sophomores, as double-digit percentages of both B.S. and B.A. students did indicate that they were “somewhat unaware or very unaware” in response to the same question.

As might be expected, even larger majorities (91.5% - 100%) of both B.S. and B.A. students at each grade level reported that they were “very aware or somewhat aware” of the “purposes and reasons why [they] are required to complete the particular courses in [their] major” they had to complete to earn their degree. Again, as found in reference to GE requirements, sophomores for some reason indicate a high level of “unawareness” about the purposes and reasons they must take the courses that are required. The fact that sophomores exhibit the greatest uncertainty about both the General Education curriculum requirements and their own major requirements poses an outcome that we are at a loss to explain. It would appear to be worthy of greater investigation.
