























LHU CLEARFIELD CAMPUS

The Clearfield Campus of Lock Haven University is located

in Clearfield PA, a small rural, North Central PA community

of approximately 6200 which is 65 miles south west of Lock
Haven. The community offers students a friendly, safe, and quiet
environment for continuing their education. The cost of living

is very low (83/100) and students have a variety of dining, and
entertainment options in the immediate area including a large
variety of outdoor recreation activities.

The campus consists of two main buildings, Founders Hall and
Foundation Village. In addition to dedicated education facilities
for the PA program, Founders Hall provides a computer lab, library,
study lounge, bookstore, and support services offices. Foundation
Village is an apartment-style housing facility (with two and four COUDER S PORT
bedroom suites) adjacent to campus. Very affordable community
housing is also available in close proximity to the campus. Meal

plans are not available The Charles Cole Memorial Hospital branch is located in

Coudersport PA, a very rural community (population 2600) in
the Northern Tier area of Central PA. Coudersport is located
70 miles north of Lock Haven and 20 miles south of the

New York State boarder. Situated in beautiful Potter County
(God’s Country), Coudersport is one of Pennsylvania’s great
outdoor paradises, best known for the sheer beauty of its rural
countryside, and outdoor recreational activities like hunting,
fishing, hiking, biking, camping, boating, cross-country,
skiing, or snowmobiling. The cost of living in Coudersport is
much less than average (87/100). There is no campus housing
or meal plan. Housing in the community is available and very
affordable.

The PA Program is housed in the Charles Cole Memorial
Hospital, a regional critical access facility. The facility
includes 24-hour emergency care; 25-bed acute care (medical/
surgical, obstetrics and gynecology, intensive care); inpatient
geriatric behavioral health; skilled nursing facility (long term
care); inpatient rehabilitation unit; surgical services; home
health and hospice; cancer care; and rehabilitation services
including physical, occupational and speech therapies.

HARRISBURG

The Dixon University Center branch is located in Harrisburg, the
11th largest city in PA with a population of approximately 50,000.
Located in South Central PA, the branch is 100 miles south east
of Lock Haven. The cost of living in Harrisburg is much less

than average (86/100). There is no campus housing or meal plan.
Housing in the community is available and affordable.

The Dixon University Center is situated in a mostly residential
community only a couple of miles from center city Harrisburg. The
6.5 acre, 6 building campus is an educational hub that offers an
expansive menu of undergraduate and graduate degree programs,
certificate programs, professional development and customized
training from multiple public and private colleges and universities.
The PA facilities at the Dixon Center are housed in Duncan Hall and
include dedicated class and laboratory space, and faculty offices.
