Objective #2:  100% of students graduating in 03-04 in the program met or exceeded the passing score for the Praxis II exam.  ETS data shows that LHU scores were consistently within a point or two of the state and national averages, sometimes a little higher, sometimes a little lower.  The program will continue to monitor performance on Praxis scores.

Objective #3: In Fall 2003, 7 of 8 students met or exceeded expectations for all 10 INTASC Standards.  The eighth student met the standard for “Basic” score  in all standards but he was unable to achieve a “proficient” score in 9 of 10 standards.  This student had been in the Secondary Education-Geography program, which was closed, and he  was grandfathered into the Secondary-Citizenship major.  In Spring 2004, all students exceeded expectations on all 10 INTASC Standards in their first placement.  In the second placement, all students exceeded expectations on  8 of the 10 INTASC categories  (knowledge of subject, instructional planning, adapting instruction, multiple strategies, classroom management, assessment of students, professionalism, and reflection).  Two achieved above a “Basic” score but below  a “Proficient” score  in two categories:  communication and partnerships.  

The Secondary Education Program has already begun to strengthen training in meeting INTASC standards by developing assessments in the  formative stages of the program that more explicitly use INTASC Standards (see Participation Evaluation Form--- revised in Feb 2004).  To increase competence in the categories of communication and partnerships, the Secondary Education Program is  looking at ways to increase opportunities for its candidates to become involved in community volunteer activities and in other ways interact with a diverse cross section of the local community, especially parents.

Future assessments: Next year we hope to add to the program objectives content knowledge in the distinct social studies subjects (as measured by both Praxis scores and grades).    In future years we hope to add  further evidence of competence regarding the 10 INTASC standards using portfolios as measures (both a developing  portfolio as a benchmark and a showcase portfolio as a final learning outcome).
