Although the objective was wholly satisfied, in response to requests made by students during exit interviews, the department will provide practice PRAXIS support to any students requesting such assistance.  In addition, student perceptions regarding the strengths and weaknesses of the Secondary Education English program will be discussed during a department meeting in Spring 2005.

In 2004-05, the department will focus on two standards:

· NCTE standard 3.5: "Candidates demonstrate knowledge of, and uses for, an extensive range of literature."

· NCTE standard 4.0: "Candidates acquire and demonstrate the disposition and skills needed to integrate knowledge of English language arts, students, and teaching."

In addition to the PRAXIS scores, the department will use two additional assessment tools.  Student portfolios, created at the end of each methods course and the student-teaching semester, allow us to monitor candidates’ understanding of pedagogy.  Exit interviews, conducted in the final semester, allow us to assess candidates' knowledge of the subject matter and their perceptions of the strengths and weaknesses of the program.  Additional assessment of the Secondary Education English program is conducted as part of the on-going University efforts to maintain NCATE and PDE accreditation.
