	Other observations?  Unexpected findings?  Overall what changes/improvements are planned as a result of the assessments shown in the table?

	At the Feb. 13, 2007 English Department meeting, the Fall 2007 ENGL205 Assessment was discussed.  The results indicated that English majors still have difficulty integrating sources.  After much discussion, the faculty agreed that we need to give the students more instruction on using sources in all of our upper-level classes.

At the Oct. 23, 2007 English Department meeting, the Spring 2007 Exit Interviews and Portfolios were discussed.  While one graduate who could not recall a single British author, another student spoke insightfully about the evolution of the slave-novel as a form using New Criticism as the critical approach.  Perhaps as a result of increased emphasis on critical theory in 400-level courses, students showed an improvement in their general theoretical understanding.  Future exit interviews will eliminate the matching questions and replace them with discursive questions. 
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
