· April 8 workshop focusing on preparation for a career with a B.A. in English. This informal workshop established a dialogue between faculty members and students to provide both inspiration and practical advice for students to take the next step towards building a career. Emphasis was on getting started, being creative with self-packaging, and orienting to available resources.  The workshop was attended by ten current English majors.

· Development of resource lists for graduate applications and employment preparations.  The committee is currently refining the documents in preparation for uploading onto the Department website.

Our department continues to struggle to meet the rising demand for general-education and other service courses despite the fact that we have lost two full positions from Fall 2005 to Fall 2008.  While we have been barely able to staff the requested sections of ENGL100 and ENGL110, we have been unable to offer sufficient sections of our other "service" courses--ENGL345 (Business Writing) and ENGL090 (Basic Writing).  Data from Jill Mitchley indicates that we should offer 8 sections of ENGL090 in the Fall. With the positions that have been approved, we are only able to offer 5 sections.  We are also unable to offer any sections of Business Writing in the Fall of 2008.  One more temporary position (in addition to the one already approved and a replacement for Steve Hicks), will enable us to offer the needed sections of Basic Writing and one section of Business Writing.
