Majors Enrolled and Program Graduates include students in both the B.A. (History) and B.S. (Secondary Education Social Studies) programs. Enrolled B.A. majors alone numbered as follows for each year 2003-04 to 2006-07:  46, 46, 42, 46. The number of B.A. graduates along was 8, 7, 6, 9. The Office of Institutional Research aggregated the two programs in the 2007-2008 data set.
For 2003-2007, the department chair computed Faculty FTE as the sum of: (1) the total number of full-time faculty entirely devoted to instruction in this program; (2) for each full-time faculty member with released time, the proportion of regular contracted workload devoted to instruction in this program; (3) for each part-time faculty member, the proportion of full-time represented by the courses taught in this program by faculty member.  For 2007-2008, the Office of Institutional Research computed Faculty FTE as “all full-time faculty plus prorated part-time faculty” as of Fall 2007. However, one faculty member employed for 12 workload hours in Fall 2007 was employed for only six workload hours in Spring 2008. This entry would be 8.5 for Spring 2008 or 8.75 if it is intended to reflect resources deployed over the course of the year.

Annualized Student FTE = student credit hours in HIST and SSED courses divided by 30 hours (undergraduate) or 24 hours (graduate). Annual credit hours are based on Summer 2 + Fall + Spring + Summer 1 (Current year estimate excludes upcoming Summer 1). For 2003-2007, the figures reported above are the same as those reported in the 2007 Program Review/Annual Report.
Program Budget is an estimate of the program’s share of total department budget. The program’s share of department budget is estimated to be in the same proportion as the program’s share of the department’s total student enrollment. The source of the data above is the Institutional Research web site. The 2007 Program Review/Annual Report presented similar data computed by the department chair for 2003-2007. However, the data above are systematically higher in all years for all disciplines in the department, reflecting an apparent upward revision in the costs attributed to the department.
