Dr. Conne Reece is currently working with Dr. Andrey Fomin of our partner university, Kemerovo State University, Kemerovo,  Russia on research comparing the verbal aggression of American students to that of Russian students.  Data was collected at LHU in Fall of 2007 and has been analyzed there.  Dr. Reece visited Kemerovo from May 15 – June 1, 2009 to work on further analysis and translation of the project.  In addition, she served as a guest lecturer on communication and intercultural topics.

Dr. Matthew Girton was invited to teach at the Institute for Leadership and Communication Studies, LHU’s partner institute in Rabat Morocco, from March 2nd to the 7th of 2009. Summary of Faculty Qualifications

All faculty are tenured and have terminal degrees.

Other Evidence of Program Quality

E.g., teaching quality, academic advising, learning environment, curriculum, library, faculty diversity, technology . . . 

All courses are taught by student-centered faculty with terminal degrees that use active learning techniques such as role-playing, think/pair/share, and group work. Many courses involve applying knowledge outside of the classroom through assignments (e.g. communication audits for Organizational Communication) and service learning (projects for Small Group Communication). 

Technology is used to facilitate teaching and student learning through eCompanion sites, videoconferencing with domestic and international sites, uploading presentations for viewing and analysis on Mediasite, and consistent use of SMARTboard in classrooms.

Students work closely with their advisors to develop their program of studies, craft a valuable internship, and create a professional portfolio. This time is also used to assess student success both inside and outside of the major. Finally, advisors prepare each major for their junior and senior meetings. While these meetings involve considerable time and preparation on the part of faculty, as a performance-based discipline, we have found them to be one of our most valuable assessment tools.
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
