  In the fall of 2008, we were able to begin the process of assessing student learning outcomes for RECR425, the student’s final internship and cumulative learning experience.  We collected a relatively small number of evaluations that evaluated student performance at the internship in relation to our programmatic student learning outcomes.  We are in the process of reviewing the evaluation instrument in regard to student learning outcomes, usability, reliability, and validity.
