The mission of the Athletic Training Education Program (ATEP) at Lock Haven University is to prepare students for a career as an athletic trainer in traditional and non-traditional settings.  The Program accomplishes this by providing its students with a strong scientific base of knowledge and the opportunity to develop athletic training competencies and clinical proficiencies in the practice domains defined by the Board of Certification role delineation study.  Students develop mastery through a combination of didactic and clinical experiences.  Graduates of the Program are eligible for athletic training certification by the Board of Certification (BOC) and legal certification by the Pennsylvania State Board of Medicine as well as other states.  In addition, the Program prepares students for post-graduate education in a variety of areas including athletic training, exercise science, kinesiology, and additional allied health professions.

Analysis (of Data on Performance) and Explanation

The combined practical exam has been utilized by the course instructors for several years.  It requires students to incorporate related information from both courses.  Students did not perform up to expectations during the fall 2008 semester.  Students were provided an opportunity to retake the exam, and all students passed during the second attempt.  
Action(s) to Maintain or Improve Level of Achievement

Practical exams will continue to be an integral part of the athletic training program.  Students are provided multiple practical exams throughout the professional phase of the program.  The program will continue to improve the academic ability of the incoming students.

Learning Outcome #5

Statement of Goal

Students will use technology to search the professional literature to answer a clinical question.
Where, When, and How Monitored (i.e., Evidence to Be Gathered)

Students write a literature review paper in HLTH463.  The paper requires the students to develop a clinical question, perform a thorough literature search to answer the clinical question, and write a summary paper of their findings.  The papers were graded using the instructor’s grading rubric.
Expectation for Satisfactory Performance

100% of all students will obtain a score of at least 73% on the paper.

Analysis (of Data on Performance) and Explanation

The students wrote papers in groups during the Fall 2008 semester using a wiki page.  The wiki page encouraged group dynamics and interaction.  However, it appears to remove the idea of developing a question and formulating thoughts to answer the question.
Action(s) to Maintain or Improve Level of Achievement

The course instructor will either revise the assignment and continue using the wiki page or will revert to the previous method of individual papers.  The instructor will provide additional instruction regarding developing a clinical question and using the professional literature to answer the question.  The instructor will also provide specific instruction regarding writing the paper to develop a consistent thought process.  The course instructor will also consider using either the LHU writing rubric or the LHU IL rubric to grade the projects.
Learning Outcome #5

Statement of Goal

Students will use technology to search the professional literature to answer a clinical question.

Where, When, and How Monitored (i.e., Evidence to Be Gathered)

Students complete an information literacy project as part of HLTH202.   Students develop a research topic related to course content and then conduct a thorough literature review to address the research topic.  Students are graded using the LHU information literacy rubric.
Expectation for Satisfactory Performance

90% of students will obtain a score of 3/3 on all four sections of the IL rubric.

Analysis (of Data on Performance) and Explanation

Only five of the 13 students scored a 3/3 on the synthesis and presentation category of the IL rubric.  11 of 13 scored a 3/3 on the search strategy category. 
Action(s) to Maintain or Improve Level of Achievement

The course instructor will emphasize the importance of the annotated bibliography to promote students’ ability to synthesize and present researched information.  The instructor will consider revising the IL assignment to reflect the apparent student weaknesses related to synthesis and presentation.
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
