Analysis (of Data on Performance) and Explanation

The department was pleasantly surprised to receive notification last June that our program had been approved after the first site visit by the ACS-CPT consultant in Marcy 2008. Based on historical evidence of other institutions, it typically takes several years after the first site visit before a program is approved. Much of this delay has to do with the daunting workload of the ACS-CPT and also if there is a need for a second visit due to necessary modifications to the program. Since our department has been meticulous in making the necessary changes prior to the first site visit, this may have saved some time in achieving approval.
Action(s) to Maintain or Improve Level of Achievement 

AY09/10 – Prepare for the ACS-CPT program review in appx. two years based on the items outlined in the ACS-CPT approval letter. Note: several of these rely on financial commitment by the University. They include the following: 
1. Improve facilities;
2. Provide support staff for stockroom/ instrument repair;
3. Provide infrastructure for research; and
4. Apply for sabbaticals on a rotating basis in the department.
In addition, programs must graduate a minimum of two students (no requirement for number of ACS certified graduates). Therefore, the department will continue its recruitment efforts and work with Admissions to attract more science majors.

Analysis (of Data on Performance) and Explanation

The ACS-CPT no longer requires Calculus III as part of the curriculum. The Department of Chemistry evaluated this guideline and unanimously agreed to remove this requirement from the curriculum. The three credits freed by this change were placed under free electives. Over the years, the number of free electives by our major has decreased and this change will allow them to more easily complete a minor and/or focus on a particular sub discipline within chemistry.
The department outlined some curricular changes for consideration based on the 2008 ACS-CPT guidelines and determined a course of action of how to proceed.
