With the implementation of Music education at Lock Haven University, substantial growth will be evident, not only in numbers of students who will enroll in the program, but, as we continue toward the goal of an “All-Steinway School at the University, there will also be an increase in the quality of students who enroll in the music program here.  For example, the average GPA of students who currently plan to enroll, or who are enrolled in the music education concentration at the University is 3.457.  This is well-above the anticipated 3.0 requirement for students enrolling in education courses at the University.  We also are requesting to increase our Macintosh computer lab by five computers to be housed in the requested room (217) so that we can address three of the four PDE music education guidelines concerns that we incorporate technology to supplement the music theory, music listening skills, and music technology courses currently being offered and required of music education students.

In a nation that is losing its grip on the aesthetic and the beautiful nature of the arts. We are currently in our second year of the ten-year projection plan developed with the collaboration of our former comptroller, Mr. Richard McCarty, and Dr. Mahlon O. Grass.  The overall projected cost for the program which has been approved by the President, Provost, Dean, and curricular committees is $473.966.  We anticipated an enrollment in our second year of 16 students.  We were able to graduate two music education students this past spring.  (This doubles our graduates from the previous year.)   With students graduating from high school and who have already been accepted as music education majors, our enrollment for the fall semester will be at least 15.  Projected revenues from this number of students will be $107,279.  We appreciate the administrative support in hiring a new full-time temporary faculty member to answer some of PDE’s final concerns (Assistant Professor Eddie Severn), and we also appreciate the opportunity to hire a tenure-track position in music education, Dr. Melissa Becker (ABD – August 2009).  We also appreciate the continuing services of Mr. William Mullin as adjunct guitarist. Students who have graduated in music education have indicated that the need for guitar instruction at the University is critical for music education majors.  Hiring Mr. Mullin also answers a PDE concern.  
I am also including in the report a typical syllabus that addresses PDE music education guidelines that was prepared to answer one of PDE’s remaining four concerns after their visit granting us full approval last February, 2008.  This syllabus will show that each objective and standard has as a fundamental component outcome-based assessment criteria that can be and will be measured and documented to show student growth.   Please keep in mind that this is only one of over 34 syllabi that have been revised to meet PDE standards.  Please also note that in concert with the University goals, and with responding to PDE concerns, we have implemented a computer music technology course and incorporated technology as a basic component of each of the theory courses which Music Education Majors are required to take.
