Summary of Faculty Qualifications

Three of the four faculty members in the Communication Media program have doctoral degrees.  One of these people, Dr. Douglas S. Campbell, has two doctoral degrees (D.Minn, and Ph.D.).  The fourth faculty member is ABD in her doctoral program at the Pennsylvania State University. 

Other Evidence of Program Quality

The students and faculty of the Communication Media program represent a diverse population.  Of the four faculty members serving the program in 2009-2010, one is male and three are female; one is African American.

With regard to students majoring in the program, 25 of the current 145 majors are persons of color, representing 17.2% of students in the program.  In comparison, students of color currently comprise 9.9% of the university’s total undergraduate student population.  These data show that the Communication Media program is among the most ethnically diverse programs on campus.

The digital upgrade of the WLHU radio facility completed in fall 2009 included installation of NextGen, the programming automation software most in use by commercial radio stations throughout the United States.
