Learning Outcome #5
Statement of Goal
Students will use technology to search the professional literature to answer a clinical question.

Where, When, and How Monitored (i.e., Evidence to Be Gathered)
Students write a literature review paper in HLTH463.  The paper requires the students to develop a clinical question, perform a thorough literature search to answer the clinical question, and write a summary paper of their findings.  The papers were graded using the LHU writing rubric.

Expectation for Satisfactory Performance
100% of all students will obtain a score of at least 73% on the paper.
