Resources

The department, which is currently down at least one FTE faculty position since 2005, needs a second position in teacher-education.  There are 72 SecEd-English majors; accordingly, the demands of teaching and advising these students while maintaining the assessment measures that are demanded by accrediting agencies are simply too much for one faculty member.  If the current coordinator were unable to continue, no one in the department would be able to teach the courses or continue the assessments until a replacement was found and trained.  Furthermore, a new position would enable us to increase our offerings of general-educations courses (ENGL100, 110, and 345).  At the very least, the university should hire part-time faculty to help with the supervision of student teachers.
