V.
Strengths

Student Learning 
Data show that goals are being met or exceeded in terms of meeting the rubric and performance on specific course assignments and requirements.  Performance in History 200 reflects necessary skill building in a bridge between survey level and specialized courses.  (As in previous AYs, most of the “did not meet expectations” numbers were accounted for by 1-3 majors.  The strategy continues of requiring meetings with advisors when any grade falls below satisfactory level.)

Other Program Areas
The history program has a committed faculty with high levels of teaching effectiveness.  Objectives of courses are designed to improve writing and analytical thinking.  Sequencing of courses, with the addition of HIST200 Historical Thinking and Writing, now provides 100 and 200 level surveys, HIST200 for skill building, and 300 level for specialized courses.  This sequencing is recommended by history accrediting bodies.  The program has an international scope and emphasis; major requirements include both western and non-Western courses.  As well, it provides a breadth of, and depth in, areas (American, European, African, Asian, and Latin American) unusual for a faculty of relatively small numbers. The international emphasis of the major meshes well with LHU’s international program, with which the program works closely, and encourages student and faculty study abroad.  With the development of a public history course and increased number of internships, majors are now provided with an option of pursuing a career in museum studies or related fields, as well as traditional progress toward graduate work.

VI.
Areas in Need of Improvement

Student Learning 
There is a need to develop a new goal—writing and speaking skills—and means of assessment.  Students should be able to demonstrate professionalism in writing, an ability to develop an original thesis and structure an argument with grammatical and syntactical competency, as well as express ideas orally.  Use of exit interviews, making a course incorporating an oral presentation a requirement for graduation, establishing benchmarks at both sophomore and senior levels for writing skills are methods currently under discussion.

Other Program Areas
The program would be improved by the addition of a specific 400-level or capstone course that provides a more structured opportunity for majors to conduct advanced research or study.  Student participation in academic and professional conferences should be encouraged and facilitated; this is a goal met in part by recent presentation of student research at a national conference, but more structured and consistent opportunities could and should be developed.  This would, however, necessitate additional program funding.

Perhaps most important to the health of the program is the approval of a full-time tenure-track replacement for a European historian who has left the program.  Although a temporary replacement is being sought, a tenure track position would help ensure continued NCATE and PDE accreditation.

Program Context

How this program relates to and supports the University’s mission and strategic plan

Mission: The history program is an effective liberal arts program and thus contributes to making liberal arts education accessible to the range of students at LHU. The program’s strong world history component contributes to the University’s identity as an institution with an international dimension, enriches students culturally, and provides for multicultural experiences. This occurs in both the general education courses in World History and the upper-division offerings on Asia, Africa, the Middle East, Latin America, Russia, and Europe along with courses addressing global and transnational phenomena like the influence of Islam, the transatlantic slave trade, and global drug trafficking. The U.S. history courses also contribute to our students’ multicultural experiences by regularly addressing issues of race, ethnicity, class, and gender. The program emphases in public history and the teacher training program prepare students for productive careers in targeted areas. Program courses and advising are designed to achieve a caring, challenging, supportive, and rigorous culture of learning for the students. 
Strategic Plan: The history program serves Strategic Goal 1, “quality of academic programs.” The accreditation of the social studies education program by NCATE/NCSS contributes to Objective 1-4 (acquire and maintain accreditations). The program has contributed to Objective 1-3, “Increase opportunities for experiential education” and Objective 1-9, “Engage students and faculty in curricular programming and development activities that emphasize global content and diverse perspectives.” We have also taken some concerted steps to address Objective 1-2, “Develop new programs to address changes in workforce needs, technology, and demographics.” We contribute to Objective 1-5 (faculty with terminal degrees) in that 100 percent of the current faculty have earned doctoral degrees, and to Objective 1-7 (faculty development) by encouraging faculty research and participation in state, regional, and national conferences. We are making progress toward Objective 1-1, “Define and document learning outcomes.”
External or environmental factors affecting the program

The program’s sole European historian has retired. Permission to search for a permanent replacement has not been forthcoming, though the department has been able to fill the position with a temporary faculty member. Reestablishing the tenure-track position in European history would help ensure continued NCATE and PDE accreditation of the secondary education social studies major. It also would contribute to maintaining and enhancing the quality of the history program generally and of its contribution to the international mission of the university. 
Demand for this program and its graduates (current and anticipated)
Skills in research, analysis, synthesis, and writing developed in History are fundamental to the tasks performed in knowledge-based work—the leading edge of job growth in the contemporary U.S. economy. Law, information science, and policy analysis are three fields for which training in history provides excellent grounding to pursue graduate study. Graduates of the LHU History program are also well-placed to compete for employment in the following fields:
Secondary Education Social Studies--A large cohort of public school teachers is nearing retirement age and many of these professionals will need to be replaced. Declining population in central and western Pennsylvania means that some new teachers will need to enhance their employability by a willingness to move to areas where substantial population growth is projected, such as eastern and southeastern Pennsylvania or several areas on the east coast. A healthy demand for well-trained graduates of a quality education program should persist for the foreseeable future.

Public History—Increasingly, communities are marketing their history as a means of developing tourism as part of their economic base. This has created a need for administrators, curators, interpreters to work in such venues as historical parks, museums, and “Main Street” programs. This field depends on the analysis and interpretation of historical artifacts and narratives in a manner that is attractive and accessible to the general public.
International studies—As global economic, cultural, and security linkages continue to evolve, public and private sector employers will continue to value the training and perspective gained in curricula with a strong international or global component. This characteristic makes the LHU history major especially suitable as grounding for international careers, whether in business, public policy, or cultural affairs.

Other evidence of student achievement or success

Five Career Services follow-up surveys have been conducted during the Five-Year Review period (beginning with the 2002 graduating class). Of the B.S. (Secondary Education--Social Studies) graduates who responded to these surveys, 85 percent were employed full- or part-time in the field within one year after graduation. Over 90 percent were either employed or continuing their education.

B.A. (History) graduates during this period were admitted to Pepperdine University School of Public Policy, University of Vermont Law School, and the History graduate programs at SUNY Buffalo and Temple University

Leonard Fletcher, a student in the secondary education program, was a participant in a presentation on urban education by a group of LHU and Bloomsburg students at the National Technology and Social Science Association Conference in Las Vegas on April 15-17, 2007.

Increasing numbers of secondary education students are doing one of their two student teaching placements through one of LHU’s international partners: one in Spring 2007, one in Fall 2007, and 3-4 projected in Spring 2008.
