Head coach Pat Rudy has been nothing
short of dominant in her career at Lock
Haven University.  In her decade of excellence
at LHU, she has put together an impressive
168-37 mark.

The transition to Division I competition
last season was seamless.  Her squad boasted a
19-1 overall record and an unblemished 8-0

Northeast Conference (NEC) mark, picking up the regular-
season conference title.  Rudy earned NEC Coach of the Year.

Rudy is a 1977 graduate of Lock Haven State College who
played for Taylor during her days as a Lady Eagle. Between
1973-76, Rudy scored 65 goals and is still fourth on the LHU
all-time scoring list. The Haven went a combined 48-11-4
during her days as a player.Rudy has posted a 164-34 record in
her nine seasons at the helm of the Haven.

Rudy received her bachelor of science degree in health and
physical education from Lock Haven State College in 1977. She
then went on to earn her master’s degree in physical education
from Illinois State University in 1981 and has completed work
toward her educational doctorate at Temple University.

defense of their regular-season Northeast Conference
(NEC) title.  Wednesday, Sept. 21, LHU travels to
neighboring Bucknell University (3-4) for a 7 p.m. start
before facing off with St. Francis University (Pa.) (0-5) on
their home turf, Sunday, Sept. 25 at 1 p.m.

Scouting Bucknell
After starting the season 0-3, the Bison have won three

out of their last four contests, including a 3-2 vistory over
Georgetown in their last outing.  Forwards Alex Kyzmir
and Kelly O’Brien each scored one goal with one assist
in the win.  Kyzmir leads the Bison in goals scored and
assists with five and points with 15.  Liz Jordan owns a
3-4 record between the pipes, making 62 saves with a 2.68
goals against average.

Series History vs. the Bison
Lock Haven holds a impressive 27-4-3 advantage in the

series against Bucknell, dating back to a 3-1 LHU victory
in 1954.  Last season the Lady Eagles came out on top
with a 3-0 win.

Scouting the Red Flash
St. Francis started the season on a five-game losing

streak after dropping their NEC opener against Sacred
Heart  7-0.  They are led by a pair of senior forwards,
Samantha Nonweiler and Erin Davis.  Both Flash
forwards have scored one goal and one assist during their
0-5 start.  The goalie tandem of junior Kristen Onto and
freshman Erin Reifsteck have combined to give up
26 goals.

Series History vs. St. Francis
LHU has won the only meeting between these two

schools, coming in last year’s 19-1 campaign.  Lock
Haven won the contest 2-0 on goals from returning
players Nikki Sweger and Samantha Stoyer.

LOCK HAVEN, Pa. -- The Lock Haven University field
hockey team (5-0) rode a second half outburst to a 3-0
victory today over the Bucknell University Bison (2-4) at
Charlotte Smith Field.

Both teams were noticeably tentative in the early going,
each squad managing just three shots in the scoreless first
half, the first shot coming nearly 15 minutes into the
contest. The Lady Eagles turned on the pressure in the
second stanza, scoring all three goals in the contest and out
shooting the Bison 17-1.

“I told them at halftime that we needed to increase the
defensive pressure,” head coach Pat Rudy said. “We didn’t
let them breathe in the second half. Pressuring the ball and
cutting off passing lanes created opportunities for offense.”

Senior Kellie Kulina got the scoring started with her
team-best fourth goal of the year on a breakaway pass from
sophomore Mandy Dashbach (Telford, Pa./Christopher
Dock).

Sophomores Nicole Dearden (East Greenville, Pa./
Quakertown Community) and Sarah Huber (Plymouth
Meeting, Pa./Christopher Dock) added their first and
second goals, respectively, off shot rebounds.

Wynne got the scoring started 14:32 into the day’s
action, scoring on a designed penalty corner with assists
from Sarah Huber (Plymouth Meeting, Pa./Christopher
Dock) and Renee Kemmerer (Nineveh, N.Y./Afton).
Colgate’s Kaley Zaharris knotted the game in the second
half, forcing overtime.

Wynne hit for the game-winner in the 75th minute for
the 2-1 victory, handing the Raiders their first loss on their
home turf this season.

LHU goalkeeper Becca Yerkes (West Grove, Pa./Avon
Grove) had nine saves in ten tries to improve to 4-3, while
her counterpart, Jacque DeMarco also made nine stops in
the loss.

The win marks the first victory for the Lady Eagles on
the road this season. Wynne has scored the last three
goals for LHU.

LORETTO, Pa. – With the outcome in doubt longer than
they had hoped, the Lock Haven University field hockey
team (11-1, 2-0 NEC) broke a scoreless tie over 56 minutes
into today’s match with St. Francis University (0-9, 0-1
NEC) eventually winning by a 2-0 tally. LHU peppered St.
Francis with 31 shots, out-shooting SFU by 29.

Junior Nikki Sweger (Dauphin/Central Dauphin
East) broke the scoreless tie with her ninth goal of the
season, off a pass from Kellie Kulina. It was a record goal
for both members, as Sweger now has 40 career goals,
moving ahead of assistant coach Shanna Vitale for eighth
in school history and Kulina’s assist makes her the all-time
assist leader in LHU field hockey with 36.

Samantha Stoyer (Lititz/Manheim Township)
tacked on a penalty-corner goal with less than eight
minutes left to give the Lady Eagles the 2-0 finish.
Goalkeeper Melissa Stubblefield made two saves to
improve to 11-1, Kristin Onto made nine stops in 11 to get
the loss.
