Head coach Pat Rudy has been nothing
short of dominant in her career at Lock
Haven University.  In her decade of excellence
at LHU, she has put together an impressive
170-37 mark.

The transition to Division I competition
last season was seamless.  Her squad boasted a
19-1 overall record and an unblemished 8-0

Northeast Conference (NEC) mark, picking up the regular-
season conference title.  Rudy earned NEC Coach of the Year.

Rudy is a 1977 graduate of Lock Haven State College who
played for Taylor during her days as a Lady Eagle. Between
1973-76, Rudy scored 65 goals and is still fourth on the LHU
all-time scoring list. The Haven went a combined 48-11-4
during her days as a player.

Rudy received her bachelor of science degree in health and
physical education from Lock Haven State College in 1977. She
then went on to earn her master’s degree in physical education
from Illinois State University in 1981 and has completed work
toward her educational doctorate at Temple University.

The Lock Haven University field hockey team (6-3, 1-0
NEC) has just one contest this week, a Northeast Confer-
ence (NEC) battle at Sacred Heart University (4-7, 2-0
NEC) Friday, Sept. 30, at 4 p.m.

Scouting Sacred Heart
Fifth-year head coach Christine Blais brings in her Pioneer
squad atop the NEC with a 2-0 conference mark Sacred
Heart is on a four-game win streak, including conference
victories over St. Francis and most recently Siena,
sandwiched around an overtime victory over Lehigh.

Freshman Carisa Eye has twice won the NEC
Freshman of the Week honor, this past week for scoring
the game-winner in the 1-0 win over Siena. Colleen
Carney leads the scoring attack for SHU however,
tallying five goals and five assists. Ashley Del Greco has
started every game between the pipes, making 92 saves
and recording a pair of shutouts.

Series History vs. the Pioneers
Lock Haven took the only meeting between the two

teams, a 2-1 tally in 2004.

Last Time Out for SHU
Freshman Carisa Eye scored with 17:35 remaining in the
game and the Pioneers overcame injuries to two of their
top players to beat Siena 1-0 Sunday at Campus Field.

Eye scored after taking a crossing pass from junior
Becky Ford and firing it into the right corner of the Siena
net, past goaltender Jennifer Tesak. It was Eye’s third
goal of the season and the first game winning goal of the
freshman’s Pioneer career.

Eye’s goal came only minutes after two Pioneers went
down with injuries. First senior Nicole Falco got hit
above the eye with a stick on a backswing. Then with just
over 20 minutes to go in the game junior Jenna McLane
got hit with a shot just below her eye. Both players were
able to walk off the field under their own power and
received immediate attention from Sacred Heart trainers.

The Pioneers used the injuries as extra motivation to
find a way to win a game they had already dominated for
the most part. Sacred Heart out shot Siena 29-6 overall
and had 15 penalty corners compared to just four for the
Saints. However, the Saints defense held strong, led by
Tesak, who made nine saves before Eye finally beat her.
Sophomore Jenn Howley and Junior Colleen Carney led
the Pioneer attack, each tallying five shots. Eye had three
shots, including the game winner.

Junior Ashley Del Greco made five saves in goal for
the Pioneers to preserve her third shout out of the year.

Last Time Out for LHU
NEC domination from the Lock Haven field hockey
team (6-3, 1-0 NEC) has become something of the norm.
After an 8-0 initial season, the Lady Eagles picked up

right where they left off Sept. 25 with a 10-0 win over St.
Francis University (Pa.) (0-8, 0-2 NEC).

LHU dominated all facets of play, out-shooting the
Red Flash 34-1 and in penalty corners 12-1. Sophomore
sensation Blair L. Wynne (Arima, Trinidad &
Tobago/Sangre Grande) had an eight-point day,
notching three goals and assisting on a pair of others.
Wynne had a slow start, but has caught fire as of late.

“It was a great team effort,” Wynne said. “I had trouble
scoring in the first few games, but I’m getting a better feel
for other team’s style of play. I’m definitely more
comfortable out there now.”

Wynne notched the first two goals and the rest of the
squad took it from there. Junior Mandy Daschbach
(Telford, Pa./Christopher Dock) had an unassisted
strike and sophomore Renee Kemmerer (Nineveh,

LOCK HAVEN, Pa. -- The Lock Haven University field
hockey team (13-1, 3-0 NEC) rode a second half outburst
to a 2-1 victory today over Sacred Heart University (4-7, 0-
2 NEC) at Charlotte Smith Field.

Both teams were noticeably tentative in the early going,
neither squad reaching the back of the cage in the first
half.

Freshman Samantha Stoyer (Lititz, Pa./Manheim
Township) got the scoring started off a rebound shot just
over 2:30 into the second frame, the freshman striker’s
seventh goal of the season.

Senior Kellie Kulina kept the ball rolling with an
unassisted strike of her own, blasting one home on a
breakaway in the 52nd minute.

SHU’s Jenna McLane hit a late goal, but couldn’t bring
the Pioneers back as the Lady Eagles remained undefeated
in Northeast Conference play.

Senior Melissa Stubblefield made six saves in seven
tries to improve to 13-1.

N.Y./Afton) scored on a Wynne pass for the four-goal
lead at halftime.

Senior Nikki Sweger (Dauphin, Pa./Central
Dauphin East) took over early in the second stanza,
scoring on passes from Wynne and Abigail Cerrone
(Wappingers Falls, N.Y./Ketchum), nixing any chance
at a St. Francis comeback.

“Every game in Division I is a battle,” said LHU head
coach Pat Rudy. “I try to prepare my girls for great
games each week. You can’t look at last season, thinking
we were 19-1, and think that’s going to carry over. We
won’t surprise anyone this year, they know about us.”

Wynne hit for her third on a corner from Samantha
Stoyer (Lititz, Pa./Manheim Township) and Sweger.
After that three Lady Eagles scored their first goals of the
season. Jennifer Churetta (Northampton, Pa./
Northampton Area) scored off a Rebecca L. Steffen
(Hawley, Pa./Wallenpaupack Area) pass before
Cerrone and Mandy Alderfer (Harleysville, Pa./
Souderton) rounded out the scoring.

The 10-0 win is the largest for the Lady Eagles since
Sept. 13, 2003 in a 10-0 win over Mansfield University.
