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NCAA CHAMPIONSHIP QUARTERFINAL MATCH

Head Coach Tom Justice began the women’s vol-
leyball program at Lock Haven in 1991 and has
since built it into a perennial power in the
Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference (PSAC) and
in the National Collegiate Athletic Association
(NCAA) Division II Atlantic Region. 

Since helping launch the program 14 seasons
ago, Justice has guided Lock Haven volleyball to an impressive
315-185 record. The program’s success has been particularly evi-
dent over the past ten years, as Justice has directed the Lady
Eagles to a 275-111 mark and a record of 78-22 in the PSAC
Western Division. 

After struggling in the early years, the Lady Eagles hit their
stride as a program in 1995 when they won their first PSAC
Championship.  Since then they finished first in the PSAC regu-
lar season rankings in all but two years, and they have qualified
for the NCAA playoffs every year except 2002.  

The Haven volleyball team won PSAC championship tour-
nament titles in 1996, 1999, 2000, 2003 and 2004 and won
NCAA Atlantic Region championships in 1997, 1999, 2001, 2003
and 2004, advancing to the NCAA Division II Elite Eight on
each of those occasions. Coach Justice has been named the PSAC
Western Division Coach of the Year on three occasions, and has
also merited two Atlantic Region Coach of the Year honors.

BU is led by a quartet of attackers with more than three
kills per game. Fernanda Brino leads the way at 3.84, with Kelly
Dantas (3.42), Karla Bersano (3.23) and Samantha Tucillo (3.08)
following suit. Michelle Rosamiglia paces the offense with 13.52
assists per game.

Sarah Curtis led the attack for the Haven, posting 10 kills
to go with a team-high eight digs. Becky Peters ran the offense,
recording 29 assists.

Lady Eagles Last Time Out
With a .376 total hitting percentage, the Lock Haven

University Volleyball team continued their dominance in tourna-
ment play as they pressed on to the NCAA Elite Eight tourna-
ment tonight, beating California University (Pa.) in straight sets
(30-17, 30-21, 30-22).  Sophomore Li Yizhi (Shangai, China) led
the Haven in double figures with 16 kills, hitting .481.

Four other Lady Eagles acquired higher than a .375 hitting
percentage, including junior Allison Wade (Duncansville,
Pa./Hollidaysburg Area), who assisted the team with 15 kills,
hitting .375.  Senior Lilian Bortoto (Sao Paulo, Brazil/Campus
Salles) hit .417 with six kills on the night.  Junior Michelle
Deehan (Upper Marlboro, Md./Gwynn Park) garnered a .389
hitting percentage with eight kills and seven digs, while junior
Jen Thompson (N. Ridgeville, Ohio/Elyria Catholic) came on
board with four kills, hitting .444.  

Junior Kelly Kostelich (Venetia, Pa./Peters Township)
ran the offense with 37 assists and four digs.  Senior Kristi
Kauffman (York, Pa./Central York) walked away with nine
digs, while Yizhi and Wade both chipped in with six digs a piece.

Heralded for her balanced play, Li leads the Lady Eagles in
kills (407), hitting percentage (.464), digs (359) and blocks (170).

(Kaunas, Lithuania/Yuozas Urbsys) added more hardware to
their growing trophy cases. The two were named to the
American Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) All-Atlantic
Region team, and Kurgonaite took top freshman honors.

The Lock Haven volleyball team earned two All-
Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference (PSAC) West team selec-
tions and swept the Athlete and Rookie of the Year trophies,
continuing their dominance of the PSAC this season. Sophomore
Li won Athlete of the Year and Kurgonaite took Freshman of
the Year honors.
