PSAC TOURNAMENT QUARTERFINAL MATCH

Peter Campbell returns to the coaching ranks to
assume the reigns of the Lock Haven women'’s
soccer program on an interim basis for the 2004
season. The LHU Associate Director of Athletics
since 2001, Campbell actually first came to the
Haven as head women’s soccer coach during the
1999 and 2000 seasons.

Under his guidance, the 1999 and 2000 teams compiled a 31-6-4
overall record and earned a pair of Pennsylvania State Athletic
Conference (PSAC) Championships along with two straight berths into
the NCAA Division Il national tournament. During both seasons he
claimed PSAC Coach of the Year honors as well as National Soccer
Coaches Association of America (NSCAA) Division Il Northeast
Region Coach of the Year honors.

Prior to his arrival in Lock Haven, Campbell turned out a
successful two-year stint at Baldwin-Wallace College as the head
men’s soccer coach. There he built a 21-14-3 record, including a
12-7-1 ledger in 1998 which set a school record for wins in a sea-
son. That Yellow Jacket team also set the standard for most
wins in a row (7). Prior to 1997, Campbell had served as the
assistant with the Baldwin-Wallace women’s squad for four
years. Under Campbell ’s guidance, 21 players (five men, 16
women) earned All-Ohio Athletic Conference honors, including
six all-region performers.

The Game

The Lock Haven University women’s soccer team
(11-6-2, 8-1-1 PSAC West) enters the post-season for
the ninth-straight year as they square-off with Indiana
University (Pa.) (16-3, 7-3 PSAC West) Tuesday, Nov.
2 at McCollum Field in a quarterfinal match of the
Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference playoffs.
Ticket prices are $7 for adults and $2 for students.

The Lady Eagles have gone seven games in a row
without a loss, emassing a 6-0-1 record during that
stretch. Their last conference loss came on Sept. 18 at
Slippery Rock University, 2-1.

The Series

LHU holds a 9-3-1 advantage in the all-time series,
including two wins this year. The Lady Eagles
downed the Indians 4-3 in double overtime at Indiana,
Pa. in their most recent contest, Oct. 20.
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Scouting IUP

Indiana University enters today’s match with a
16-3 overall and 7-3 PSAC record. Most recently the
Indians are coming off a 3-1 victory over Bloomsburg.
In that win, Krista Dohn, Kirsten Hogg and Jamie
Gass scored the goals to ensure their victory.

Sophomore Erin Falce has been a scoring jugger-
naut for IUP, ranking fourth in the nation and tops in
the PSAC with 1.59 goals per game. The Indians’ head
coach is Adel Heder.

Last Time vs. Indiana

Senior Brooke Rangi’s (Kawerau, New
Zealand/Kawerau College) hat-trick got Lock Haven
University women’s soccer to overtime, but Holly
Homsher’s 104th-minute goal gave the Lady Eagles
the 4-3 win over Indiana University (Pa.).

The Haven got off to a poor start, falling behind
by 3-0 just two minutes into the second half. Crystal
Heder, Erin Falce and Shelley Queiser hit for IUP,
giving them a daunting three-goal lead.

Rangi got her personal scoring parade started with 33
minutes left in the second half, following that up with a pair
of strikes assisted by Homsher. Rangi’s final goal came with
just three minutes left in regulation.

The teams fought through a scoreless overtime
period before Homsher took a pass from senior
Danielle Smith (Johnson, N.Y./Minisink Valley) to
win the game.

Freshman Emily Wagner (Brick, N.J./Brick
Township) entered in relief, going a scoreless final 33
minutes (with six saves) to improve to 2-0 in limited
duty. Becky Dillard made 15 saves in 19 tries for 1UP.

Streakin’

LHU is in the midst of a seven-game streak with-
out a loss, going 6-0-1 over that stretch. The Lady
Eagles haven’t lost a conference match since Sept. 18.

Earlier this season from Sept. 14-26, senior
Brooke Rangi had a five-game stretch of goals in
games. The Haven went 3-1-1 during those matches.

Outlasting the Opposition

The Haven was undefeated in overtime contests
this season, going 2-0-2 in extra frames. The wins were
at California (Pa.) and IUP, with the two ties includ-
ing a draw with then-No. 3 Slippery Rock.

LHU hasn’t lost an overtime contest since the 1-0
Elite-Eight loss to Franklin Pierce College Nov. 17,

She rose from sixth to second on the goals-scored
list with 36 career netters. She also ranks second in
points with 95.

Sophomore Holly Homsher’s goal just 47 sec-
onds into the 1-0 victory at Edinboro was the second-
fastest goal to begin a game in school history.
