PA list of Crayfishes

Native species (13):
C. acuminatus

very recently found in southeastern PA (Valley Forge).  Assumed to be native.
C. bartonii 

found very widely in central through western PA small mountain streams

C. carinirostris
found very widely in western PA small mountain streams (used to be C. bartonii subspecies)

C. diogenes

common in western and eastern PA, but this is near heavily urban areas

C. dubius

only in extreme SW PA.  Burrower, therefore harder to locate and census. (AKA C. carolinensis)
C. monongalensis
small range in SW PA.  Burrower, therefore harder to locate and census

C. robustus

large northern PA range in big rivers, also maybe in SE PA

O. immunis

range is in NY
O. limosus

found in big rivers in central and southern PA.

O. obscurus

very wide range, common

O. propinquus

common in northern PA and NY

O. virilis

restricted range, just in few spots

P. acutus

common in Delaware drainage near swamps
Invading species (2):

O. rusticus

invader, fairly common in many parts of PA

P. clarkii

invading species.  More locations in western PA expected.
