E. Accreditation Review Sub-committee:  L. Long noted that the next round of syllabi submissions, eligible for fast-tracking to add Part VII to the spring course offerings, will be due at the 2/9/12 UCC Meeting.  That will be the final time to submit for fast-tracking to add Part VII.  This subcommittee will then meet and report back at the next UCC meeting.  

T. Six noted that there is a list of criteria for items that are eligible for fast-tracking and a timeline attached to the agenda.  (also attached to these minutes)  There is only one submission date for spring and that is February 9th.  This group should include courses being taught during spring semester but not being used for learning assessment.  Any courses that are being used for assessment should have been submitted in the fall.  Any item that is submitted to the UCC from February 9th forward must include Part VII embedded in the syllabus.  
· The 2/9/12 submissions will not just include courses that will be taught in the spring, but can also include any other course that is up to date and just needs Part VII added. 
· Although departments submitted a list in the fall of what they planned to fast-track during each submission, some of the items on the list might not pass through this process if the departments have since decided that they need revised.  They will then be submitted through the normal process.
F. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:  
1. General Education Subcommittee Report: 

· This Subcommittee will meet on 2/2/12 and will review the draft of the External Experience Assessment.  It is their plan to report back on this on 2/9/12.
2. T. Six reported that at the 2/9/12 UCC Meeting the UCC will need to vote on the administrative recommendation to place the MLA Program in moratorium.  The administration’s recommendation to place this in moratorium was brought before the Graduate Studies Department.  Following their discussion, this department disagrees with this action.  P. O’Hara, MLA Director, has drafted a memo containing the department’s thoughts.  This memo was distributed to the UCC to review as they make their decision concerning on how to vote on this item at the 2/9/12 UCC Meeting.  Any questions may be directed to P. O’Hara or N. Hosley.  The following was stated:

· Will it be just a vote, or will there be time for discussion?  A motion will be requested and received and then there will be time for discussion.  
· Will the final decision be based on the UCC vote, or will the UCC merely be passing their recommendation back to administration?  The final decision will come from the administration; however, the administration may take into consideration any discussion/vote that the UCC has.  In the past, decisions have been reversed because of UCC discussions.  Both the department and the Graduate Curriculum Council voted against putting the program in moratorium.  
· In the past, faculty have appeared to be ambivalent or complacent about such decisions.  If there are no strong feelings for or against this, administration may deduce that faculty do not care.  Some departments might not feel that they have a role in this decision; however, all should remember that their department might be next.
3.  J. Penman reported that the Special Education Department has an item that will be coming through the curricular process out of order.  In 2010 a track within Special Education was approved named, Community Services Track.  About that same time, PDE changed their requirements for Special Education majors, requiring them to have a dual major with a content area.  LHU never put their straight Special Education Major in moratorium because of the existence of the Community Services Track.  Last spring, the Provost alerted the SPEC Department that PASSHE put LHU’s Special Education Major in moratorium.  It never passed through the curricular process; PASSHE just put these in moratorium at all 14 state institutions.  That action left about 30 students, who were in the Community Services Track, without a degree.    The Provost worked to find a solution and was told by PASSHE that LHU could just change the name of the Special Education Major to Community Services and they would pass it through.  The department sent paperwork through and then received a request for learning outcomes, which they submitted.  There was then the transition to the Interim Dean of Education and Human Services and K. Howley from PASSHE was to come here in the fall.  LHU continued to have freshmen enroll in the track and there were students who graduated without a degree.  K. Howley came in November and said that if the department submitted a few more items, she would change the title of the degree over to a B.S. in Disability Community Services.  Notification was received the week of Christmas that all was in order and the name change would occur.  

     The name of the Special Education Major is changing to a B.S. in Disability Services.  The courses are not changing from what was listed in the track; but, we no longer have a Special Education Major – it now has a new name, according to PASSHE.  New CIP code; everything has changed.  That is how they chose to handle the students who had the degree.  This item is currently passing through the curricular process.
· It was suggested that the top of the memo be labeled, “Upon PASSHE directive.”  They already made the decision, so it is more informational.

· Yes, they made the decision; however, they were angry that there was a track of which they were not aware.  It had passed through LHU’s curricular process; however, PASSHE was never informed about it.

G. Unfinished Business:  None at this time
H. New Business: 
1. The February 23, 2012, UCC Meeting will be held in the PUB Multi-Purpose Room.
2. The CIS has been having difficulty finishing their meeting with the movement in and out of the room as UCC 

members arrive for the UCC Meeting.  A request will be made for the CIS to meet in Room 204/Meeting Room #3,  

allowing the remainder of the UCC to enter PUB #2 while the CIS finishes their meeting distraction free.  If that 
request is not possible, UCC members will be asked to wait in the lobby until the CIS has completed their business.

3. R. Myers made a request for the UCC to acknowledge the hard work put into the Middle States Review by faculty, 
especially those who did an outstanding job, working hard on the draft report – L. Reitz and R. Van Dyke.  Some disappointment was voiced for the little recognition given by administration.  The following was stated:
· The visiting team will make their report to the Middle States Commission who will then issue their response late spring or early summer.  The administration could be waiting for the final approval.

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Guidance Document and Directions for Syllabi 

Eligible for 

Review by the UCC Accreditation Sub-Committee during fall 2011 and spring 2012

· Syllabi that are eligible for review by the Accreditation Sub-Committee during fall 2011 and spring 2012 are those syllabi with a change/revision reflecting ONLY the addition of Part VII (Relationship between Relationship of Course Learning Objectives mapped to Program Level and University Level Student Learning Outcomes). Note: the incorporation of Part VII was approved at the 9/8/11 UCC meeting. 
· No other part of the syllabus may be changed.
· Those identified, according to the criteria set forth in the 9/22/11 memo by Jonathan Lindzey, shall be submitted according to the timelines established in the inventory for ‘fast tracking’ (attached).
· Department Chairs shall submit the syllabi for review by the Accreditation Sub-Committee to the Sub-Committee Chair at the regularly scheduled UCC Meetings, according to the timeline established in the attached inventory.
· The submission for Accreditation Sub-Committee Review shall include:

A) One Paper copy of the Original Official UCC approved Syllabus with the approval date intact in the header

B) One Paper copy of the Part VII with the date submitted to UCC Accreditation Subcommittee in the header.
· Prior to the scheduled UCC meeting at which the paper copies are submitted, Department Chairs shall submit an electronic copy of the Part VII (only) to the ucc3 email address (NOT ucc2).  UCC3 email address has been established to handle only documents under the purview of the Accreditation Sub-Committee.
